Research interests and experience

Professor Horridge’s main research interests are in computable general equilibrium (CGE)
modelling and related software design.

In his Ph.D. thesis, he proposed and implemented a new approach to the computation of the
long-run effects of changes in tariffs. His approach incorporated elements of imperfect
competition and economies of scale into the general equilibrium framework.
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Since completing his Ph.D. thesis in 1988, he has played a key role in many modelling
projects including the creation of:

e amodel of world food trade, distinguishing 30 regions and 8 commodity groupings;
e a short-run macro model of the Australian economy;

e the world’s first urban CGE model: a general equilibrium model of land use and transport
demands within the Melbourne region;

e the MMRF regional model of Australia, distinguishing 8 states and around 40 sectors,
together with extensions connecting industry outputs to CO2 emissions;

e a multi-period optimisation model of water supply planning, applied to both Sydney and
Melbourne;

e TERM, a large regional general equilibrium model of Australia, distinguishing up to 57
regions and 144 sectors; and

e large general equilibrium models for Albania, Azerbaijan, Brazil, Chile, China, Finland, Indonesia,
Iran, Italy, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Nepal, Philippines, Poland, South Africa, Taiwan, Thailand,
UK and Vietnam. These international projects included substantial training components,
undertaken both at Melbourne and overseas. For example, a 2 week course for 30 people was
conducted in Taipei.

In working on these projects, Professor Horridge has become adept at constructing databases

for economic models. He has developed this expertise as an activity in its own right. He offers

an annual short course in database construction. This course is attended by economists from
many parts of the world.

Professor Horridge is well-known for his contributions to the GEMPACK model-solving
software which is produced at CoPS. He has been the driving force behind the addition of

Windows (GUI) interfaces which help economists use GEMPACK. He has authored several

important GEMPACK programs, including:

e ViewHAR, a program for inspecting and modifying economic data;
e ViewSOL, a program for inspecting and comparing the results of CGE simulations; and

e TABmate, a text editor customized to aid GEMPACK users in the development of
models.

Users of GTAP, the world’s most widely applied CGE model, will be also be familiar with his
RunGTAP and GTAPAgg programs which are used to run the GTAP model. Professor
Horridge has been associated with the Global Trade Analysis Project (GTAP) in various ways
since its inception, and since 2009 is one of 3 'members-at-large' of the GTAP Consortium or
Advisory Board. He has contributed data to the GTAP database for many countries, including
Albania, Botswana, Dominican Republic, Indonesia, Iran, Jamaica, Kazakhstan, Malawi,
Mozambique, Nigeria, Pakistan, Puerto Rico, Senegal, South Africa, Tanzania, Trinidad and
Tobago, Vietnam, Zambia and Zimbabwe.

In addition Professor Horridge has participated in numerous smaller projects. In performing
these duties he has demonstrated particular skills in computer programming, applied
microeconomic analysis, econometric methods, data collection and interpretation, and report
writing. He has authored or co-authored 1 book, 40 journal articles and 17 book chapters.
